Electoral Roll

The electoral roll is the list required by each Parish of those who are entitled to vote on elections within the
Church of England. If you would like to join the PCC, Deanery Synod, be a Churchwarden or vote at the
APCM, then you must be on the Electoral Roll of All Saints, Allesley. You can do this digitally or on paper. We
are trying to reduce our paper use as a church so please choose the digital option if possible. Paper copies
of the form can be found on the welcome table at the back of church and can be returned to the red folder.
A digital copy of the form is on our website here: https://www.allesley-church.org.uk/2025/03/11/church-
electoral-roll-application-form/ You need to download the pdf, complete the form, download again and
email back to Janette: admin@allesleychurch.org.uk (If you could add your name to the document title that
would help.) This year, all Church of England Churches must completely re-do their electoral roll. That means
even if you've been on the electoral roll before, you need to re-join this year. Completed forms must be
returned by 13th April (Palm Sunday).
